Unit Two
A. Instructional Objectives 

1. Knowledge: Environmental protection is a practice of protecting the natural environment on individual, organizational, or governmental levels, for the benefit of the natural environment and humans. Environmental protection is influenced by three interwoven factors: environmental legislation, ethics and education. Each of these factors plays its part in influencing national-level environmental decisions and personal-level environmental values and behaviors. Text A tells a story of a woman walking for global warming awareness in the hope of awakening people to the seriousness of the problem. Text B describes the destruction of natural balance because of chemical pest control.
2. Comprehension: Students should, first of all, know the reality that the biophysical environment is being degraded due to the pressures of population and technology. Moreover, students need to realize the importance and urgency of environmental protection and take some actions to protect our environment.
3. Application: The new words, phrases, grammar, translation, and writing skills in this unit should be applied by students to the learning practice.
4. Analysis: Students will analyze the organizational structure of Text A and the serious problems that our Earth is facing in the part of Practice and Progress.
5. Synthesis: In the part of In-depth Discussion, students are required to integrate previously-learned information into new concepts, by making inferences, applying critical thinking and manipulating bits of information to formulate their own ideas or support broader generalizations.

B. Procedures and Methods 
Eight teaching periods are needed to cover the present unit, among which six periods are for Module One Reading Enhancement, and the other two periods for Module Two Practice and Progress. 
Module One Reading Enhancement
1. Period One: 

· Step One: Warming up
The instructor can first explain some difficult words in the three quoted sentences such as, obey, sportful, retaliating, butcher, and then give some comments on the following sentences, “Only to obey nature in order to overcome nature.” (sentence No.1), “We do not be so sportful to the success which we have made from the nature, because the nature is retaliating to us every time we have made success from it.” (sentence No.2), “Nature is kind of a loving mother, but also a butcher in cold blood.” (sentence No.3), and finally ask students to talk about with their personal experiences the questions, “Do you think it is quite urgent to protect environment? Why?”, “What have you done for environmental protection in your daily life?”  

This step shall take no more than 10 minutes. 

· Step Two: watching and discussing
First, let the students have a brief look at the words and expressions below, tell them they will hear them in the video and then play the video. Second, let the students watch the video again and fill in the blanks with the missing information.

This step shall take no more than 10 minutes. 
· Step Three: Text teaching : A Lonely Trek for Global Warming Awareness
Firstly, before delving into the text, ask students some general questions related to the topic (Pre-reading Questions), and then the instructor can first guide the students through Proper Nouns, and Cultural Analysis in each paragraph, and then ask them to scan the whole text while thinking about the following questions, and finally ask several students to answer some text-based questions.

With the help of the above questions, students must have a better understanding of the whole text,and then the text organizational chart (Part III of Reading & Appreciating) will be presented so that the students can expand each episode. 

This step shall take no more than 25 minutes. 

2. Period Two: 

In this period, the instructor can start the detailed study of the text and go through the text paragraph by paragraph.

3. Period Three and Four
· Step One: Post-reading interaction

After the text teaching, the instructor can have the students listen to the recording of the whole text and see if they have any questions. Then ask students to read the paragraph in part II of Reading & Appreciating, and learn it by heart, and then ask several students to recite it. 

      This step shall take 10 minutes.
· Step Two: Working with words and phrases 
Ask students to do Part IV & Part V of Language Focus for the consolidation of text learning. While checking the answers, make explanations when necessary. 

      This step shall take 10 minutes. 

· Step Three: grammar teaching 
First, the instructor can show students with some examples the compound noun formed in the way “n.+n.”. (Part VI)  more examples of compound nouns are: adj.+n. (blackboard, sweetheart, grandfather), n.+ving. (handwriting, window-shopping, word-building), v.+adv. (feedback, breakthrough, takeoff), etc.

Second, the instructor can illustrate with examples the usage of the present participle phrase as subject complement, object complement, and attribute, as follows:

And then ask students to do the excise.(Part VII)
      This step shall take 10 minutes. 
· Step Four: Practice: translation
When doing VIII (passage translation), ask them to review the words they have learned in Text A, and explain some difficult words such as Unitarian, handed out, fliers, global warming, compact , light bulb, persuade, convince, honk, thumbs-up, sympathetic, urgency, and then ask them to translate the whole passage into Chinese.

When doing IX(sentence translation), first explain the meaning and usage of the words given in the brackets, and moreover tell the students the English translation of some difficult Chinese words, as well as what sentence structure they can use if it’s a complicated and difficult one, and then ask them to translate the Chinese sentences into English.
   Finally ask them to compare their translation with the reference answers to improve their translation skills. 

This step shall take no more than 60 minutes.  
4. Period Five and Six:

· Step One: Warming up
The instructor can ask students to talk about questions like, “Do you often hear birds singing in your daily life?”, “Do you notice that the birds around you are decreasing? What is the cause of the phenomenon?”
(Pre-reading Questions ) 

This step shall take no more than 10 minutes. 

· Step Two: Text teaching : And No Birds Sing
The instructor can first guide the students through Proper Nouns, and Cultural Analysis in each paragraph, and then ask them to scan the whole text while thinking about the following questions, and finally ask several students to answer some text-based questions. (part 1 of Reading & Exploring)

This step shall take no more than 25 minutes. 

· Step Three: the detailed study of the text : And No Birds Sing
With the help of the above questions, students must have a better understanding of the whole text,and then the instructor can start the detailed study of the text and go through the text paragraph by paragraph.

Module Two Practice and Progress
5. Period Seven and Eight:

· Step One: listening
The instructor can first guide students through the words before the listening and speaking practice, and then let them watch a video clip about World Earth Day, and ask them to do the exercise afterwards.

The instructor can give students 2 to 3 minutes to scan the excerpt of the article and then ask them to listen to the article again and then fill in the blanks.

This step shall take no more than 25 minutes. 


· Step Two: speaking
The instructor can first give students some Useful Expressions and Sentences related to environment, and then let them watch this video, after which they are required to discuss the following questions in groups and then present their ideas to the class. 

The instructor can leave part IV as homework, and then ask students to work in groups of three students and role play: one acts as the interviewer, the others as interviewees. Make an interview on the topic of environmental protection. and present in the next class.

This step shall take no more than 20 minutes. 

· Step Three: Writing Skills ---- Writing Paragraph Building: Development by Cause and Effect
In this part, the instructor should guide the students through the material about (Cause-effect Pattern) and the various ways to develop a cause-effect paragraph, and according to the different purposes, they mainly fall into three categories: (1) focusing on the causes; (2) focusing on the effects; (3) focusing on both causes and effects. 

And then introduce to students some signal words of cause-effect, such as so, consequently, therefore, for this reason, accordingly, the consequence of, as a result of, so that, due to, the effect of. Now please read the following paragraph and try to find the signal words of cause-effect.

After learning Cause-effect Pattern, the students are required to write a paragraph on the topic Rapid Growth of Population using cause-effect pattern.  (Part III Writing Task)
