Unit Five
A. Instructional Objectives 

1. Knowledge: Stories of famous people present a life story, highlighting various aspects of one’s life and inspiring the readers with their charming and powerful personalities. Text A reveals Abraham Lincoln as a pioneer in technology, and Text B takes a brief look at how Apple views its former CEO Steve Jobs and what he has achieved in his life.
2. Comprehension: The difficult sentences in the texts should first of all be understood. Moreover, students will be able to understand the qualities which are needed for a great mind.
3. Application: The new words, phrases, grammar, translation, and writing skills in this unit should be applied by students to the learning practice.
4. Analysis: Students should analyze the organizational structure of Text A and think over what it takes to be a leader in Practice and Progress.
5. Synthesis: In the part of In-depth Discussion, students are required to integrate previously learned information into new concepts, by making inferences, applying critical thinking and manipulating bits of information to formulate their own idea or support broader generalizations.

B. Procedures and Methods 
Eight teaching periods are needed to cover the present unit, among which six periods are for Module One Reading Enhancement, and the other two periods for Module Two Practice and Progress. 
Module One Reading Enhancement
1. Period One: 

· Step One: Warming up

The instructor can first explain some difficult words in the three quoted sentences such as, conquer, greatness, triviality, count, and then give some comments on the following sentences, “Stay hungry; stay foolish.” (sentence No.1), “To conquer the hard, one must master the easy; to achieve greatness, one must begin from the triviality.” (sentence No.2), “In the end, it’s not the years in your life that count. It’s the life in your years”(sentence No.3).
This step shall take no more than 10 minutes. 

· Step Two: watching and discussing

First, let the students have a brief look at the words and expressions below, tell them they will hear them in the lecture on Abraham Lincoln and John F. Kennedy and then play the lecture. Second, let the students listen to the lecture again and use no more than 5 words for each answer to the following questions.
This step shall take no more than 10 minutes. 
· Step Three: Text teaching: Abraham Lincoln: A Technology Leader of His Time
Firstly, before delving into the text, ask students some general questions related to the topic (Pre-reading Questions), and then the instructor can first guide the students through Proper Nouns, and Cultural Analysis in each paragraph, and then ask them to scan the whole text while thinking about the following questions, and finally ask several students to answer some text-based questions.

With the help of the above questions, students must have a better understanding of the whole text,and then the text organizational chart (Part III of Reading & Appreciating) will be presented so that the students can expand each episode. 

This step shall take no more than 25 minutes. 

2. Period Two: 

In this period, the instructor can start the detailed study of the text and go through the text paragraph by paragraph.

3. Period Three and Four
· Step One: Post-reading interaction

After the text teaching, the instructor can have the students listen to the recording of the whole text and see if they have any questions. Then ask students to read the paragraph in part II of Reading & Appreciating, and learn it by heart, and then ask several students to recite it. 

      This step shall take 10 minutes.
· Step Two: Working with words and phrases 
Ask students to do Part IV & Part V of Language Focus for the consolidation of text learning. While checking the answers, make explanations when necessary. 

      This step shall take 10 minutes. 

· Step Three: grammar teaching 
First, the instructor can show students with some examples the clipping which is a word formed by dropping one or more parts from a longer word or phrase with no change in meaning, including back clipping such as sub from submarine or math from mathematics, and then ask them to do the exercise. (Part VI)

Second, the instructor can illustrate with examples the usage of a past participial phrase, usually that of a transitive verb, which can function as an adverbial modifying the main verb of the sentence to indicate cause, time, condition, concession, etc. , and then ask students to do the excise.(Part VII)
      This step shall take 10 minutes. 
· Step Four: Practice: translation
When doing VIII (passage translation), ask them to review the words they have learned in Text A, and explain some difficult words such as patent, Emerson, historian, supposed, furthered, critics, engineering, advanced, sub, and then ask them to translate the whole passage into Chinese.

When doing IX(sentence translation), first explain the meaning and usage of the words given in the brackets, and moreover tell the students the English translation of some difficult Chinese words, as well as what sentence structure they can use if it’s a complicated and difficult one, and then ask them to translate the Chinese sentences into English.
   Finally ask them to compare their translation with the reference answers to improve their translation skills. 

This step shall take no more than 60 minutes.  
4. Period Five and Six:

· Step One: Warming up

The instructor can first give to students some background information related to information and technology age, as well as Apple Company, and then ask students to talk about questions like, “1.Who do you admire most in the information and technology age? Bill Gates or Steve Jobs? And why?”, ““Three Apples changed the world. The first one seduced Eve. The second one awakened Newton. The third one was in the hands of Steve Jobs.” How do you understand the saying?” (Pre-reading Questions ) 

This step shall take no more than 10 minutes. 

· Step Two: Text teaching : Steve Jobs
The instructor can first guide the students through Proper Nouns, and Cultural Analysis in each paragraph, and then ask them to scan the whole text while thinking about the following questions, and finally ask several students to answer some text-based questions. (part 1 of Reading & Exploring)

This step shall take no more than 25 minutes. 

· Step Three: the detailed study of the text: Steve Jobs
With the help of the above questions, students must have a better understanding of the whole text,and then the instructor can start the detailed study of the text and go through the text paragraph by paragraph.

Module Two Practice and Progress
5. Period Seven and Eight:

· Step One: listening
The instructor can first guide students through the words before the listening and speaking practice, and then let them listen to a short passage in which parallels between President Obama and Lincoln are discussed, and ask to do the exercise afterwards.

The instructor can give students 2 to 3 minutes to scan the excerpt of the article and then ask them to listen to the article again and then fill in the blanks.

This step shall take no more than 25 minutes. 


· Step Two: speaking
The instructor can first guide students through the words, and explain the meaning and usage of the difficult words before the speaking practice, after which they are required to discuss with their partners such questions as “What qualities are needed to be a good leader?” Ask them to list the essential ones in their mind, discuss this question in groups and then present their ideas to the class.

The instructor can leave part IV as homework, and then ask students to study together the following epitaphs, match them with a celebrity respectively and tell the class their reasons. and present in the next class.

This step shall take no more than 20 minutes. 

· Step Three: Writing Skills ---- Writing Paragraph Building: Development by Comparison and Contrast
In this part, the instructor should first give students a brief definition of Comparison-contrast, and then introduce the Writing Tips to them including: 

1. Select your topics 

Examine the following groups of topics. Please pick out the groups that are appropriate for discussing similarities and differences, and explain why you think they are appropriate for comparison/contrast.

buying a car vs. leasing a car, oranges and bananas, Shakespeare and Lu Xun, a musician and an architect, male and female, attitudes about marriage

2. Set your purpose 

Informative comparisons: to explain differences between subjects. This type of writing generally does not recommend one item as being better than the others.

Persuasive comparisons: to persuade readers that one subject is superior to others.

3. Organize your ideas 

(a) subject-by-subject organization

Subject A: Point 1—Point 2—Point 3

Subject B: Point 1—Point 2—Point 3 

(b) point-by-point organization

Point 1: Subject A—Subject B

Point 2: Subject A—Subject B

Point 3: Subject A—Subject B

4. Develop cohesion and style 
Cohesion holds a piece of writing together; it sticks together from sentence to sentence and paragraph to paragraph. Cohesive devices include transitional words and phrases, which are shown in the following useful expressions. 
Lastly, the teacher should offer some Useful Expressions like, 
Comparison: similar to, similarly, likewise, just as, as, in the same way, correspond to, have… in common, be parallel in…, like, alike, both, almost the same as

Contrast: however, in contrast to, by contrast, but, yet, otherwise, while, on the other hand, on the contrary, on the opposite side, different from, differ from, nevertheless, although, still, even so, other than, more/less than

After learning comparison and contrast and its Writing tips, the students are required to remark about two celebrities, using comparison and contrast respectively. (Part III Writing Task)
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
